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Market Square Day – Pro Portsmouth, Inc. Event Policy for Participants
Each year, Pro Portsmouth, Inc. (“PPI”) produces the Market Square Day Festival and welcomes applications from individuals and groups that represent a broad spectrum of businesses and causes, both for profit and non-profit.  In the past, PPI has requested that organizations bear in mind that this is a festival, not a trade show, and thus that the content of the materials present at booths be appropriate for such a forum. In 2008, PPI adopted a formal policy whereby all materials, products, and/or information visible or distributed at booths during PPI events, including, but not limited to, Market Square Day, must be appropriate and tasteful. 

When considering whether materials are appropriate and tasteful, organizations must bear in mind that the individuals who attend PPI events range in age from very young children to elderly adults. To the extent that any organization (participating in this year’s Market Square Day festival) does not abide by this policy, PPI has the right to remove the organization's materials and/or close its booth. Additionally, PPI has the right to withhold the organization's security deposit, and may bar the organization from participating in future PPI events, including, but not limited to, Market Square Day. 
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
